	Criteria: • Follow directions and instructions to avoid and/or manage risks

• Tolerate exposure to the elements including sun, light rain, wind, 
and hot/cold temperatures for up to three (3) hours

• Perform self-care including maintaining nutrition and hydration, personal hygiene, and managing existing medical conditions

• Enter and exit the paddle craft by maintaining balance while stepping into the vessel, sitting in a low seat, and orienting legs into a comfortable position

• Remain seated for entire trip

• Use a paddle to propel and steer the vessel through the water

• Wear a properly fitted Type III Coast Guard approved personal flotation device (PFD) provided by the park for the entire trip

• Swim or wade out from under a capsized paddle craft and reenter the vessel after it is righted

• Maintain sealed airway passages (i.e. mouth and nose) while underwater in order to prevent water from entering airways
