vs. the Cherokee. It was in this hollow in 1789, that John Sevier ambushed a
Cherokee Camp.

O Flint Mountain Trail/Route - This is one of Rocky Fork State Park’s only dry
ridge ecosystem examples. As it weaves in and out of the State Park and Cherokee
National Forest, you will likely see signs of bear, ruffed grouse, and wild turkeys.

® Headwaters Trail/Route - Whether it is for headwaters fly fishing or your love

of high country streams, this trail is beautiful, during every season.
